


Responsibilities

A. Review applications for new clubs and make recommendations for conditional status.

B. Grant club approval for groups that are in conditional status.

C. Review applications for tier level changes and recommend appropriate status for each club.

D. Review budget requests and make recommendations for allocation amounts.

E. Review Sport Club Manual modifications.

F. Make recommendations and offer advice in the decision making process in other matters.

G. Hear all appeals from clubs in the Sport Club Program.

Charge and Purpose

The purpose of the Sport Club Council is to serve as an advisory group for the Assistant Director of Campus 
Recreation – Sport Clubs and for The Department of Campus Recreation. The Council assists in the development, 
management and review of Sport Club programs and policies.  Additionally the Sport Club Advisory Council 
serves as an oversight budget committee to advise the Assistant Director in the annual financial allocations to 
clubs. 

The council will meet every first Friday of the month.  Emergency meetings are conducted as needed. The Sport 
Club Council currently serves 35 sport clubs with more than 700 participants.
